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Updated 
Liturgical 
Guidelines
Our priority continues 
to be our need to care 
for and protect one 
another. As certain restrictions have been lifted and 
others reimposed, at all liturgical celebrations continue 
to be allowed to take place indoors without capacity 
limitations or social distancing. All indoor participants 
are required to wear face coverings, regardless of 
vaccination 

Parishes may hold prayer group meetings, ministe-
rial gatherings, and social gatherings provided that 
mandated and strongly recommended public health 
precautions are observed, including the use of face 
coverings indoors. 

Anointing of the Sick/Holy Communion to the Home-
bound.  For home visits, this includes but may not be 
limited to hand washing before and after the visit and 
wearing a facemask. 

Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion may be 
utilized to fulfill requests of bringing Holy Communion 
to the homebound. It is highly recommended that they 
be fully vaccinated against the corona virus and wear a 
face covering if indoors.  It is not necessary for the re-
cipient of Homebound Ministry to be fully vaccinated.

Pautas litúrgicas 
actualizadas
Nuestra prioridad sigue siendo nuestra necesidad de 
cuidarnos y protegernos unos a otros. Dado que se han 
levantado ciertas restricciones y se han vuelto a impo-
ner otras, en todas las celebraciones litúrgicas se sigue 
permitiendo que se celebren las Misas sin limitaciones 
de capacidad ni distanciamiento social. Se requiere 
que todos en asistencia dentro de la Iglesia usen cu-
bre bocas, independientemente de la vacunación.

Las parroquias pueden tener reuniones de grupos de 
oración, reuniones ministeriales y reuniones sociales 
siempre en cuando que se respeten las precauciones 
de salud pública obligatorias y muy recomendadas, 
incluido el uso de cubre boca cuando están dentro de 
un salón.

Unción de los enfermos / Sagrada Comunión a los 
confinados en casa. Para las visitas domiciliarias, esto 
incluye, entre otros, el lavado de manos antes y des-
pués de la visita y el uso de una mascarilla.

Se pueden utilizar Ministros Extraordinarios de la 
Sagrada Comunión para cumplir con las solicitudes de 
llevar la Sagrada Comunión a los confinados en casa. 
Se recomienda encarecidamente que estén completa-
mente vacunados contra el corona-virus y que usen su 
cubre bocas si están dentro de una casa. No es nece-
sario que el enfermo del hogar esté completamente 
vacunado.
