What is the Parish
Mission?

Before explaining synthetically what the Parish Mission,
consists of, it is necessary to make a small clarification:
We are not talking about the classic missions, nor about
the great missionaries of yesteryear that our elders speak
of; nor of the single missionary action of the Church in
the World. After so many years we do have to continue
talking about MISSION, because it is still necessary in
our parish and because what it intends, to announce the
Gospel again, has not changed and is still new, valid and
necessary in our Church. What has changed is the way
the mission is carried out.

The Church has always been missionary, and it must
continue to be so. The social and religious reality of the
families of the 21st century requires a great and imagina-
tive effort when it comes to carrying out a “New Evange-
lization”, especially among the younger generations.
The Parish Mission is a strong time of extraordinary
evangelization during which the community, helped
by the missionaries, evangelizes itself, enthusing and
strengthening the Christian experience of that commu-
nity, promoting in it the birth of catechetical groups for
young people and adults; helping to establish ways of
approaching those who are far away; thus promoting the
pastoral project of the
community itself.

Mission Talks

We are happy to announce that Fr. Jim Clarke, from the
Office of New Evangelization of the Archdiocese of Los
Angeles will be visiting our parish to give Mission talks in
preparation for Advent. On November 28th, he will be of-
ficiating the 11am and 1pm masses, these masses will be
slightly longer as he will give introduction to his mission
talks. The mission talks will take place in December.
