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Dear Parishioners...

In today’s readings, we are looking at one of the
well-known and important episodes in the early
Christian life: the Council of Jerusalem. It was
caused by the freedom in which Paul and Barna-
bas acted in the evangelizing mission of Antioch.
Was circumcision indeed needed for the pagans
to receive baptism? In other words, is it necessary
to become a Jew to become a Christian later? The
Jerusalem Council decided: While Peter was still
speaking these things, the Holy Spirit fell on the
Gentiles. Then Peter responded, Can the water

of baptism be denied to those who have received
the Holy Spirit? And the Council ordered them to
baptize them all in the name of Jesus Christ and
not impose more burdens on them than necessary.
In the second reading, we are told that God cannot
show his love when we ask him to do our way. We
have to seek to resemble God. John says that God
loved us first. As a consequence of this, Jesus tells
us: “As the Father has loved me, so have | loved
you. This is my commandment that you love one
another as | have loved you.” In Jesus Christ, we
have the model of humanity. The human intelli-
gence of paradise did not obey the natural and
divine command. As humans, our natural tendency
goes in another direction: we tend to seek to be
loved, receive gifts, be served, and God demands
us to serve and not be served. The dimension of
God'’s love transcends borders, it's a universal love.
It is challenging to make this present, “Love one
another as | have loved you,” among friends and
family. It is much more difficult to love as Christ
did, love those who make our lives difficult, but

it is not impossible. That is why He is asking us to
do so. Everything is to be resolved in our society
through arms and arrogance and not according to
Christ, who resolved our great failure dying on the
cross. Christ loves us, not for the good we do, but
despite our sins. So we must also love others. If
we do not feel loved by God, then how can we love
others? Only when we feel embraced by God, who
is love, can we love others. How wonderful it is to
receive this message at this point of Easter when
we prepare to say goodbye to Jesus in His Ascen-
sion and receive His Holy Spirit on Pentecost. May
you have a wonderful week. Thank you very much
for your acts of love before, during, and after my
birthday. God has blessed me with each of you;
you are a joy in my life.

Este es mi mandamiento, que os améis unos a otros como
yo os he amado”. En Jesucristo tenemos el modelo de humani-
dad liberadora desde Belén a la muerte en cruz. La inteligencia
humana del paraiso no obedecié el mandato natural....

la Pascua, cuando nos preparamos para despedirnos de Jesus,
en su Ascension, y recibir su Espiritu Santo, en Pentecostés.
